However, for all of her larger sized brushes she prefers 
the synthetic filament of the PRADO series.  For her 
smallest sized brushes she uses kolinsky-tajmyr hair 
from the RESERVA series. Ingrid Buchthal brushes are 
available in two sets which best represent what she 
uses as an artist.  Each set contains 3 brushes and all of 
them are short handle. Set #1 includes her essential 
brushes and set #2 completes her brush collection.
