He moved to Switzerland with his family in 1977, when he
was only 13 years old. There, he studied at the University of
Art and Design in Zurich, where he graduated in 1991.

The artist launched his career in 1997, when he created with
Christophe Marchand the SEC Shelf System for Alias
(company with which A.H. continues to collaborate).
. Nowadays, Alfredo Haberli is an internationally renowned
designer, whose work and drawings have been represented
in numerous exhibitions throughout Europe.

He has his own design studio based in Zurich and has been
working with many major design companies such as BD
Barcelona, Camper, Georg Jensen and Vitra.

Since 1988, the designer has been in charge of various
exhibitions at the Museum fiir Gestaltung Zirich and in
2008 he organised his own retrospective exhibition
“Surrounding Things".

His most important project to date remains the 25hours
Zurich West Hotel, which was opened in 2012, where he

designed the entire interior of the hotel.
